I started working in clay in high school in 1966. I had the good fortune to start working with a fantastic art and ceramic instructor, Dorothy Tripp. She encouraged me to continue with my passion for ceramics. I attended Brooks School of Fine Arts in Santa Barbara and graduated in 1972. In 1974 my wife and fellow artist, Hedy, and I moved to Morro Bay, and we opened our Studio and Gallery, the Full Moon.

For the past 50 years I have worked as a sculptor here on the Central Coast.  As a sculptor my goal is to create narrative forms. I want the viewer to be involved and have an emotional response to my work.

For the past two years I have been working on a new collection. The Jazz Club is a sculpture series where each form challenged and stretched my skills as a ceramic artist. My artistic dream is that the band expresses my love of music and the personal interaction of the players and listeners through the medium of sculpture.				—Ross Hale

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Mermaids in the Bay by Gini Griffin, ceramic, 8” h.

Mermaids in the Bay is inspired by my love of the sea… its mystery, magic and changeable nature. I’m interested in forming organic flowing forms with clay. This piece was made by first throwing a base form and then adding a sculpted fluid surface. I then played around with overlapping glazes and wiping back parts of the color to expose its natural surface.   —Gini Griffin

Floating Leaves by Rich Smucker, French white oak flavor board, 5” long
“Floating Leaves” started as two independent elements and over several months evolved into this duet. The foundation of my work is resurrecting neglected or discarded materials and finding beauty in their distress. In this case, a piece of Petite Sirah wine flavor board lay on a shop shelf awaiting new direction. The deep rich colors of the toasted oak still permitted grain visibility which guided the leaf patterns.  

I used a 12-step polishing process to create a high shine and natural colors with no added surface coats. In order to have the two “leaves” appear to float, a titanium ring was buttoned into place on the back side with padauk heart wood. As in the Autumnal Solstice, leaves float from one phase of existence into a new adventure.

My life’s work and formal training in helping others with challenges have formed the foundation for a patient process of experiencing discovery of beauty in unexpected places. Trees often respond to stress by forming burls of mysterious beauty. Patient listening and observing guide the way. 										—Rich Smucker

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                      Wave Storm Totem by Phil Loarie, archival double-sided photographic paper;
                      Chromaluxe aluminum print base; recycled lemonade bottle, 11” h. 

Wave Storm Totem: A combination of print and sculpture. Printed digital images were cut and pasted into freestanding chevron-shaped objects and adhered to an aluminum base displaying related images held together by neodymium magnets above and below the platform. The vessel that appears to contain the waveform provides protection from dust and passing objects. It is a recycled lemonade bottle with an acrylic half sphere on top.

For TPG's September 8th meeting, there will be a Studio Visit to the studio of Robert (Bob) Burridge at 2:00 pm, Sunday, for current TPG members only. Carpooling is strongly encouraged, and artists are asked to bring their own chairs. Directions to the studio will be sent to members.

During this visit, Bob will demonstrate “Four Landscape Design Compositions.” He will paint warm-up exercises using his four favorite basic compositions: Horizontal, Tunnel, Asymmetrical and Golden Section. At first, he will work with black and white acrylic paint to show structure and value. Then, Bob will switch to color, using both transparent and opaque acrylics.

There will be plenty of time for Q&A. Burridge Studio is a working painting studio — Bob goes there everyday! 

For those who don’t know him, Bob Burridge is a nationally and internationally known artist as well as a local treasure who has taught, mentored, juried and inspired legions of artists on the Central Coast. His online and in-person classes, workshops and demos teach a variety of skills in different mediums.
